Over the past decade, ATW has experienced transformative growth. In 2015, the airport served 7
nonstop destinations and approximately 513,342 passengers. By 2025, ATW will serve 23
nonstop destinations and more than 1.2 million passengers annually, reflecting its emergence as a
critical regional transportation asset for Northeast Wisconsin. This project addresses capacity
constraints while supporting regional economic development that has fueled extraordinary air
traffic growth. Existing facilities were not designed for this scale, resulting in congestion,
operational inefficiencies, and diminished passenger experience overall.

The project has a federal nexus because the funding is federally authorized under Section 767(a)
of the FAA Reauthorization Act of 2024. This project is consistent with federal goals for the
development of safe and efficient airport operations.
